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Conversion instructions for RH arm carrier

Please read carefully before initial operation!

2 Preparation of the basic part

Remove all parts from the basic part, so that they are laying loosely in front of you, as shown in Figure 1.

Now put on the correct drilling template (A or B) and fix it with the M20 and M10 hexagonal bolt (C & D)
as shown in Figure 3.

Then drill the hole, as shown in Figure 4, with a twist drill size 22.5.

After you have drilled the large hole, drill the two smaller holes in the template with a 7-mm twist drill.



Repeat all steps on the other side.

Then rivet (G) on the sheet metal profile reinforcement (H) on both sides (Figure 6).

&) TIP!

It is recommended to use a pneumatic rivet gun.



3 Installing the arm carrier

Remove the spring adjustment from the old arm carrier and install it on the new supplied arm carrier
(Figure 7).

Install the quick lifting device back in the same position from which you took it off (Figure 8).
Insert the arm carrier into the basic part and fix it temporarily with the clamping pin (L) (Figure 9).

Pay attention to the correct position of the spring dowel pin (K) when you fix the clamping pin (see
Figure 10 as well as above in the items included).

CAUTION!

Tighten the clamping pin in the middle so that it can no longer be turned.




4 Replacing the bearing on the arm

First, disconnect the old connection between the arm and the arm carrier (Figure 11).
Then remove the old slide bearings. A punch or a chisel is suitable for this.

After the old slide bearings have been removed, press in the new slide bearings (J).

CAUTION: Damage to the slide bearing!

Press the new slide bearings only straight in.
> This is more easily done with a hydraulic press.

After installing the new slide bearings, install the arm with the pin (I) exactly the same as for the old arm
carrier (Figure 12).

The conversion of one unit is now complete, and the next one can be started.
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
